DEARBORN, June 2, 2020 - Friends for Animals of Metro Detroit (FAMD) is offering a $500
reward for information leading to the arrest and conviction of the person who abandoned 2
adult cats and 4 kittens in a taped up box with a sign reading “Free Baby Cat” on the hot
pavement in the parking lot of the Kroger on Michigan Ave and Greenfield in Dearborn

Tuesday afternoon.

A shopper found the cats inside the box with the sign and immediately brought them to
FAMD, where our medical team worked quickly to cool them down, as the temperature was
in the high 80s, and likely hotter inside the sealed box on the pavement. When the cats

arrived at the shelter, they were overheated and panting.

Abandonment of a pet is a misdemeanor, which is punishable by up to a $500 fine and 30
days in jail. The police are investigating the crime, and anyone with any information is asked
to call the Dearborn Police at 313.943.2240 or FAMD at 313.943.2697.
